8th Grade Math Vocabulary
These are 25 words/definitions for math terms that we have gone over in class throughout the year.
Absolute Value - The distance between a number and 0 on a number line

Adjacent Angles - Two angles that share a common side and have the same vertex

Complementary Angles - Angles whose sum of their measures is 90°

Congruent - Exactly equal in size and shape

Corresponding Angles - Matching angles in congruent figures

Corresponding Sides - Matching sides in congruent figures

Dilation - A transformation in which a figure is made larger or smaller with respect to a point

Exponent - The number of times the base of a power is used as a factor

Exterior Angles - When two parallel lines are cut by a transversal, these four angles are formed on the outside of the parallel lines

Hypotenuse - The side opposite the right angle in a right triangle

Integer - A whole number that can be positive, negative or zero

Interior Angles - When two parallel lines are cut by a transversal, these four angles are formed on the inside of the parallel lines

Legs - The two sides that form a right angle in a right triangle

Like Terms - Terms that have the same variables raised to the same exponents

Linear Equation - An equation whose graph is a line

Power - A product of repeated factors

Rational Number - A number that can be written as [image: image2.png]
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Reflection - A transformation in which a figure is flipped and creates a mirror image of the original figure
Rotation - A transformation in which a figure is turned about a point

Scale Factor - A scale that is written without units because the units are the same

Similar Figures - Figures that have the same shape but not necessarily the same size

Solution - Any and all value(s) of the variable(s) that satisfies an equation, inequality or system of equations

Supplementary Angles - Angles whose sum of their measures in 180°

Translation- A transformation in which a figure slides but does not turn

Vertical Angles - Two angles that are opposite angles formed by the intersection
